Location & Parking

.The proposed Rapid City Skatepark, first of all, should be centrally

located so all people can use it. With the help of Rapid City’s popular
YMCA and the NHSA, Northern Hills Skateboard Association

whose goal is “ To Promole the Opportunity for Skateboarding and In-line
Skating in the Black Hills!” with the help of the 2012 program, success is
guaranieed.

Location A.Omaha St. Founders Park is easily accessible, with the public
sidewalk near, and has plenty of useable acreage with shade. With schools
close, and good visibility from Omaha St.

Location B. Ron Jeffries at the fairgrounds has two options. One is a dirt
parking lot, and the other 1s a grassy section near arena. Both are about
8,000 square feet. The down side to these sites, far away for the average
youth, poor visibilty.

Surfacing & Fencing & Lighting

The surface would be a new concrete portion of the park, possibly
completed by 2012 Communitly Expansion. The measurements for the
fenced portion for the Skatepark would be approximately 150 feet by 70
8,650 square [eel . We [eel as though its small enough (o start, big enough
to grow.

The fence surrounding the skatepark would be made of chain link
material. Sleeves would be placed around the skatepark area to hold the
removable poles, which will harness the [ence. See diagram in the
attachments section of this proposal.

During the school year the park would need lights, since it would
be open to 8:00 or 9:00p.m. Also in the heat of the summer, some may
prefer to skate at night. Four to six lights would be sulTicient.

Obstacles

The obstacles would consist of approximately one dozen various types of
Skatelite* ramps and several metal rails, benches, and boxes. Many of the
ramps are moveable, which provides flexibility and adaptability to keep
individual users interested and involved in their skatepark. All skill levels
for novice to expert were considered in the development of the ramp
designs. Individuals [rom public and private businesses would provide
volunteer labor services. The building materials would be purchased new,



Safety equipment

All participants must wear a helmet, knee and elbow pads to skateboard or
inline skate. NHSA would supply this salety equipment [or a nominal
rental fee to participants.
